RULES OF THE REPUBLICAN PARTY

OF PAULDING COUNTY

ARTICLE  I

QUALIFICATION FOR PARTICIPATION IN PARTY AFFAIRS

Section 1: All persons who reside in and are registered to vote in Paulding County and who are in accord with the principles of the Republican Party, believe in its declaration of policies and are in sympathy with its aims and purposes may participate as members of the Republican Party of Paulding County and its Mass Meetings. 

Section 2: All members in good standing of the Republican Party of Paulding County may participate in the regular meetings of the Paulding County Republican Committee to establish decisions / directions not delegated to one of the standing Committees.  

Section 3: The purpose of the Republican Party of Paulding County is to recruit, assist, secure the election of, and support Republican candidates and elected officials.

ARTICLE II

DECLARATION AND DEFINITION OF COMMITTEES AND BOARDS

Section 1: The Paulding County Republican Party shall have within it three (3) standing permanent committees:  

A: The Paulding County Republican Committee hereinafter referred to as the County Committee shall consist of the following members:  

1. Chairman  

2. First Vice-Chairman 

3. Second Vice-Chairman  

4. Secretary  

5. Assistant Secretary  

6. Treasurer 

7. Assistant Treasurer  

8. Precinct Chairmen  

9. All resident Federal office holders elected as Republicans who shall be non-voting members.

10. All resident State office holders, residing in Paulding County, elected as Republicans.

11. One Republican member of any board/commission of county government elected by convention.

12. Past County Committee Chairman, for one year after expiration of his/her term.  

13. President of the Paulding County Republican Women  

14. Chairman of the Young Republicans of Paulding County  

15. Chairman of the Black Republicans of Paulding County  

16. Members of the District and State Executive Committees residing in Paulding County. 

Note: Members 13,14 and 15 to be elected by their respective organizations with written notification to the Secretary of the County Committee.  

B. The Paulding County Republican Executive Committee, hereinafter referred to as the Executive Committee, shall consist of the following:

1. County Committee Chairman  

2. County Committee First Vice-Chairman  

3. County Committee Second Vice-Chairman 

4. County Committee Secretary

5. County Committee Assistant Secretary  

6. County Committee Treasurer 

7. County Committee Assistant Treasurer  

8. All elected officials noted in Article II, Sections A10 and A11 

9. Past County Committee Chairman for one year after expiration of his/her term.

C. The membership of the Paulding County Republican Executive Board, hereinafter referred to as the Executive Board, shall consist of the following:  

1. County Committee Chairman 

2. County Committee First Vice-Chairman 

3. County Committee Second Vice-Chairman 

4. County Committee Secretary 

5. County Committee Assistant Secretary 

6. County Committee Treasurer 

7. County Committee Assistant Treasurer 

ARTICLE III

DUTIES OF COMMITTEES, BOARDS AND OFFICERS

Section 1. Duties of the County Committee  

A. The County Committee is responsible for exercising countywide jurisdiction and control over Party affairs, which powers may be in part delegated as provided in the State Republican Party Rules and the County Rules. 

B. The County Committee shall in all respects act as the Republican Party of and for Paulding County between Conventions and shall have the duty to enhance the reputation and prestige of the Republican Party.  

C. The County Committee shall call Precinct Mass Meetings and Conventions in accordance State Rules.  

D. The County Committee shall cooperate with the State Committee and the District Committee in conducting all elections and primaries within the boundaries of the County.

E. The County Committee shall decide all controversies within its jurisdiction with the right of appeal to the Republican District Committee in which the controversy exists.   

F. At no time shall more than sixty (60) calendar days pass between legally constituted meetings of the County Executive Board. At no time shall more than one hundred twenty (120) days pass between legally called meetings of the County Committee.

G. The County Committee shall have the power, by a 2/3 vote of a legally constituted meeting of the Committee to remove from office the Permanent Chairman of any of the County’s Precincts and, by majority vote upon nomination by the County Chairman, to elect his/her successor. 

H. When officers and members of the County Committee have not been present at three (3) consecutive meetings they shall be informed by the Secretary that the Committee will consider replacing them at the next meeting of the County Committee.

I. The County Committee shall not endorse nor act as a campaign committee for any candidate prior to the primary. 

J. The County Committee shall have the power to nominate candidates for public office as an official candidate of the Republican Party of Paulding County by a 2/3 vote of a legally constituted meeting of the Committee and in open nomination. Any Republican candidate who has previously qualified in a partisan election as a candidate of any party other than the Republican Party shall publicly declare in a newspaper of general circulation in Paulding County that he or she is a Republican, believes in the principles of the Republican Party, and supports its aims and purposes. In any instance where two or more candidates are nominated for the same office, the County Committee shall arrange for a fair and impartial primary election as set forth in the Georgia Election Code.  

K. The County Committee may elect to empower the members of the Paulding County Republican Party to conduct business not explicitly delegated to the County Committee by these rules or Georgia Law. Such decisions are to be made by members of the Paulding County Republican Party present at regular monthly meetings, reserving the right of any County Committee member to call for the approval of a decision by any of the three standing permanent committees.

Section 2. Duties of Officers  

A. The County Chairman shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the County Committee and shall perform all the duties assigned to him/her by the Republican State Rules. He/she shall represent the County Committee on the District Committee.  

B. The First Vice-Chairman shall assist the Chairman in establishing the programs for County meetings and activities, functions as Chairman in the absence of the Chairman and oversees committees as delegated by the Chairman.  

C. The Second Vice-Chairman assists the Chairman and the First Vice-Chairman and oversees committees as delegated by the Chairman.  

D. The Secretary shall be the custodian of the membership list, correspondence and all records that are the property of the County Committee. He/she shall conduct correspondence as necessary and record the minutes of every legally constituted meeting, reading them at the following meeting for Committee approval. He/she shall maintain an inventory of all possessions of the Committee.  

E. The Treasurer shall have the custody of and responsibility for the funds of the County Party, deposit said funds in a bank or banks to be selected by the Executive Committee and draw against such in a manner prescribed by the Executive Committee. He/She shall keep a list of dues-paying members of the Committee. He/She shall submit the books for audit at the completion of each term of office. 

F. The Assistant Secretary shall assist the Secretary, shall perform the duties of the Secretary in her absence or in the event of her temporary disability and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the County Chairman or the Secretary. 

G. The Assistant Treasurer shall assist the Treasurer.  H/She shall perform the duties of the Treasurer in his absence or in the event of his temporary disability, and shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the County Chairman or the Treasurer. 

H. At the completion of each term of office, each officer shall turn over all materials, Data, correspondence, records, etc. to his successor. 

Section 3.     Duties of the Executive Committee  

A.   The Executive Committee shall execute the duties assigned to it by the County Committee and report the results to the County Committee for consideration. 

B.   No member of the Executive Committee shall publicly endorse nor act as a member of a campaign committee for a candidate in a contested primary.  A primary is presumed to exist when two or more Republicans have announced their candidacy for a particular office.

C.   Any member of the Executive Committee running in a contested primary shall resign his/her office. 

Section 4.     Duties of the Executive Board 

A.   The Executive Board shall execute the duties assigned to it by the County or Executive Committee and report the results to the assigning committee. 

B.    No member of the Executive Board shall publicly endorse nor act as a member of a campaign committee for a candidate in a contested primary. A primary is presumed to exist when two or more Republicans have announced their candidacy for a particular office.

Article IV

ELECTIONS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

Section 1.   Qualifications 

A. All candidates for positions of County Committee Offices and Delegates or Alternates to County, District and State Conventions must meet the requirements of Article I Section 1 and must have voted in the immediate past Republican Primary Election.

Section 2.   Precinct Committeemen 

A. Each precinct shall be entitled to one delegate to the County Convention and further it shall be entitled to one additional delegate for each 50 votes and major fraction thereof cast for President in the immediately preceding general election.  At the Precinct Mass Meeting each precinct shall elect the allotted number of delegates tot he County Convention along with a Precinct Chairman and other officers it deems necessary.  An Alternate Delegate shall be named for each Delegate. 

B. In the event there is an unfilled Precinct Committeeman position the County Committee may elect a Precinct Representative to perform the duties of Precinct Chairman.

Section 3.   County Committee Officers 

A. The County Chairman, First Vice-Chairman, Second Vice-Chairman, Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer shall be elected by the Delegates elected at the Precinct Mass Meeting in session at the County Convention held in accordance with procedures set forth in the Rules of the Republican Party of Georgia as adopted by the most recent State Committee and in accordance with any amendments thereto that may be hereafter adopted. Voting shall be held by voice vote.  All candidates must be paid-up members and must have attended at least four (4) meetings the previous year.

Section 4.   Terms of Office 

A. The Officers and Members of the County Committee shall serve in their posts for two years, until their successors are elected, or until they are removed by a 2/3 vote of a legally constituted meeting of the County Committee. 

Section 5.   Legally Constituted Meetings 

A. A legally constituted meeting of the County Committee must meet the following requirements:  

1. A majority of the Committee must be present or represented by an assigned proxy.

2. Every officer and member of the Committee shall be notified of the time and place seven (7) days prior to the meeting.

Section 6.   Vacancies on the County Committee 

A. Upon the death, resignation, or removal of the County Chairman, the First Vice-Chairman shall immediately call a legally constituted meeting of the County Committee, which meeting shall in open nomination by a majority vote elect a new County Chairman.  The First Vice-Chairman acts as, and shall be, the County Chairman until a new County Chairman is elected.

B. All County Committee vacancies shall be filled within 45 days as prescribed in these rules.  In cases where the privilege of nomination is assigned to any officer or committee the County Committee may convene to elect the officer to fill the remainder of the unexpired term.

Section 7.  District and State Committee Officers

A. Any District Committee position filled by an appointment of the County Chairman or election by the County Committee or County Convention shall be elected at the County Convention, reserving the privilege of nomination to the newly elected County Chairman.  Vacancies of such positions shall be filled in the manner prescribed in section 6, part B.

ARTICLE V

AMENDMENTS

Section 1.   Order of Meetings 

A.   Roberts Rules of Order, Newly Revised (10th addition), or the revision consistent with the Georgia Republican Party Rules, whichever is most current, shall govern all deliberations of the County Convention, the County Committee and their respective committees, except as modified by a 2/3 vote of said Convention, County Committee or Committee in session, a quorum being present. 

NOTE:   Section 34-905 (C), Georgia Election Code provides that the respective County Executive Committee of each political party shall file its Rules with the Judge of the Probate Court of the County. 

This certifies that the foregoing Rules of the Republican Party of Paulding County were adopted by the Convention of the Republican Party of Paulding County on March 24th, 2007.
